Saigon 3 Group Development Investment Joint Stock Company (“SG3
. 06/08/2018 Group”) was granted its Enterprise Registration Certificate by the
Department of Planning and Investment of Ho Chi Minh City and officially

commenced operations with an initial charter capital of VND 1 billion.

he General Meeting of Shareholders (“AGM”) approved an increase in the
Company’s charter capital through the private placement of 69,999,954
. 06/11/2018 shares to shareholders of Saigon 3 Garment Joint Stock Company (“Saigon
3 Garment”). Shareholders of Saigon 3 Garment made payments for the
newly issued shares of SG3 Group equivalent to the value of their existing

holdings in Saigon 3 Garment, at a par value of VND 10,000 per share.

Accordingly, one share of Saigon 3 Garment was exchanged for one share
of SG3 Group.

Following the successful issuance, 95 shareholders of Saigon 3 Garment
contributed capital to SG3 Group, with a total transaction value of VND
698,747,650,000. The charter capital of SG3 Group was officially increased
to VND 699,747,650,000, and the Company became the parent entity of
Saigon 3 Garment.

The General Meeting of Shareholders decided to reduce the charter capital
from VND 699,747,650,000 to VND 698,747,650,000 after repurchasing
shares of the founding shareholders with a decrease in charter capital
corresponding to the total par value of shares. The acquired company is
1,000,000,000 VND (One billion VND) and was granted the 4th amended
Business Registration Certificate by the Department of Planning and
Investment of Ho Chi Minh City on 02/11/2020.

The State Securities Commission officially recognised SG3 Group as a
public company.

SG3 Group issued shares to pay dividends to existing shareholders, thereby
increasing its charter capital from VND 698,747,650,000 to VND
754,647,000,000. The fifth amended Enterprise Registration Certificate was
issued on the same date.

SG3 Group registered its SGI shares for centralised depository with the
Vietnam Securities Depository (VSD).

The Hanoi Stock Exchange approved SGI shares for trading on the
UPCOM market.

The AGM approved the plan to list all SGI shares on the Ho Chi Minh
Stock Exchange (HOSE).

The Company was granted the sixth amended Enterprise Registration
Certificate by the Department of Planning and Investment of Ho Chi Minh
City.

The AGM re-elected the Board of Directors (“BOD”) and the Board of
Supervisors (“BOS”) for the new term 2024-2029.

SG3 Group was granted the seventh amended Enterprise Registration
Certificate by the Department of Planning and Investment of Ho Chi Minh
City.

The General Meeting of Shareholders approved changing the company's
name to SGI Holdings Investment Joint Stock Company (“SGI Holdings™)
and halting the listing of SGI shares on the HOSE.

SGI Holdings was granted the 8th amended Business Registration Certificate
by the Business Registration Office - Ho Chi Minh City Department of
Finance on September 16, 2025.

+ The Group's manufacturing subsidiaries always strive for sustainable development by
focusing on the environment, ensuring strict compliance with all relevant environmental
protection laws and regulations during their operations. They guarantee no environmental
pollution or negative impact on residents in the surrounding areas and adhere to the industrial
park's regulations for factories located within the park.

+ SGI Holdings is a diversified conglomerate that recognizes the importance and value of its
employees. The group always focuses on developing policies to care for the material and
spiritual well-being of its employees through fair recruitment, professional training,
transparent compensation, and a friendly working environment.

+ Social Responsibility: SGI Holdings and its subsidiaries consistently maintain annual
charitable activities with numerous programs implemented and organized regularly. Over the
years, in addition to participating in activities called for by government agencies and
associations to contribute to the community, the Company has also had its own programs and
activities to demonstrate its concern and share responsibility with the localities where the
Company has its headquarters and factories operating.

5. Risks.
5.1 Economic Risks

In 2025, the global economy continues to face numerous risks as prolonged geopolitical
conflicts disrupt shipping routes, increasing logistics costs and extending delivery times.
Volatile energy markets keep oil and natural gas prices high, putting pressure on production
costs and global inflation. The US campaign to review non-reciprocal trade practices and
implement tax measures to reduce the trade deficit has significantly impacted the global
economy in general and Vietnam in particular, negatively affecting export and trade revenues
for businesses.

5.2 Legal Risks

SGI Holdings is a conglomerate with numerous subsidiaries operating in various sectors such
as garment manufacturing and export, healthcare, finance, and securities, and is therefore
subject to numerous relevant laws. Any changes in policy may have a significant impact on
the company's business operations.

The year 2025 is a particularly significant year as the legal framework has been continuously
issued and updated, which may give rise to legal risks if enterprises fail to timely keep up with
changes relevant to their business operations, thereby affecting compliance and increasing
operational costs.

Therefore, to minimize the risks arising from legal issues during operations, SGI Holdings
strengthens its compliance control system and standardizes processes to reduce legal risks.



5.3 Labor Supply Risks

SGI Holdings is a diversified business group, including a subsidiary operating in the textile
and garment industry. The textile and garment industry is one of the labor-intensive sectors,
and recruiting skilled workers is a major challenge for domestic textile and garment businesses,
as well as SGI Holdings, due to fierce competition and labor migration to other industries.

5.4 Exchange rate risk

SGI Holdings has subsidiaries operating in the garment and healthcare sectors with regular
import and export activities. Therefore, exchange rate risk is always one of the business
pressures for the company.

The volatility and complexity of exchange rates significantly impact the purchase of raw
materials and the revenue of businesses. The company is heavily affected by the exchange
rate fluctuations between USD and VND, as most of its raw materials are imported from
abroad, and its export revenue comes primarily from the US, Japan, Europe, and other
countries.

To minimize exchange rate-related risks, the company continues to strengthen exchange rate
risk management, forecast cash flow, and negotiate flexible payment terms with customers and
suppliers. Management implements a policy of diversifying raw material sources, regularly
monitoring emerging exchange rate issues as well as fluctuations in the economic and financial
situation.

5.5 Risks related to raw materials

The textile and garment industry is vulnerable to risks related to raw materials, as most of them
are currently imported, and domestic supply does not meet customer demands. Therefore,
unfavorable fluctuations in input material prices will also affect the overall business
performance of the Group.

5.6 Financial operational risks

Finance is a high-risk business sector. SGI Holdings has subsidiaries that are securities
companies and investment fund management companies. Stock market fluctuations depend on
many factors such as macroeconomic conditions, industry trends, or the performance of
individual businesses. Stock market volatility creates instability in the group's revenue and
profits. Therefore, to mitigate risk, the Group's financial subsidiaries implement a portfolio
diversification strategy to minimize risk.

5.7 Interest Rate Risk

With increasing capital needs in the economy and flexible monetary policy direction, interest
rate risk remains present for businesses with a relatively high proportion of debt financing,
which will increase business costs. SGI Holdings maintains a reasonable interest rate
management policy to control debt financing and limit the adverse impact of interest rate
fluctuations on the company's financial costs and profitability.

5.8 Other Risks



Besides the aforementioned risk factors, there are also some force majeure risks such as natural

disasters, wars, and large-scale epidemics. These risks rarely occur, but if they do, they will

have truly serious consequences, directly impacting the development of SGI Holdings.

At the end of 2025, profit after tax reached VND 65.6 billion, representing 76.92% of the annual
target, primarily due to a decrease in gains from financial investment activities.

Profit after tax in 2025 increased by 2,981.8% compared to 2024, mainly driven by an increase in
gains from financial investment activities, as detailed below:

e Financial income increased by VND 83.13 billion, including an increase of VND 62.3 billion
from gains on trading securities and VND 31.17 billion from foreign exchange gains.

o Financial expenses decreased by VND 46.84 billion, in which interest expenses on loans and
bonds increased by VND 46.7 billion, provision for impairment of securities investments
decreased by VND 279.18 billion, and losses from trading securities increased by VND 133.58
billion.

3. Investment activities, project implementation

a. Major investments:

- On May 20, 2025, SGI Holdings completed a public tender offer for 2,897,367 shares,
equivalent to 30.35% of the charter capital of Ho Chi Minh City Medical Import-Export
Joint Stock Company (Yteco), increasing its ownership in this company to 55.14%. The
purpose of the additional share acquisition was to increase SGI Holdings’ ownership in

The Group acquired an additional 8.23% equity interest in Yteco, increasing its ownership

in this subsidiary to 63.37%.

Cotton Joint Stock Company, raising its ownership to 74.94%; subsequently, it exercised
its rights to purchase 9,800,000 newly issued shares of Bach Tuyet Cotton Joint Stock
Company.

1. Assessment of operating results

1.1. Garment manufacturing & wash:

Entering 2025, the global textile and garment market continued its recovery trend; however,
growth remained slow. Consumer spending pressure and the shift toward short-term orders
required enterprises to be more flexible in pricing, delivery timelines, and product structure.

A notable feature of the 2025 business environment was the increasing compliance pressure
regarding sustainability, eco-design, product durability, recyclability, and supply chain
transparency. This implies that competitive advantages are no longer based solely on labor
costs or processing capacity, but are increasingly shifting toward the ability to meet green
standards, ensure traceability, optimize materials, and implement effective ESG governance.

Despite intense competition and pressure from declining orders, the garment manufacturing
operations of Sai Gon 3 Garment Joint Stock Company exceeded the planned targets. Separate
profit after tax increased by 34.8% compared to 2024, driven by cost-cutting measures,
operational improvements, efficient production management, and financial activities.

The business operations of SG3 Jean did not meet the set targets; however, they provided
active support to garment factory operations and showed positive prospects through the
development of new customers and the addition of potential clients.

Medical products and healthcare equipment manufacturing and trading activities::
Bach Tuyet Cotton Corporation

In 2025, Bach Tuyet Cotton Joint Stock Company recorded revenue growth of nearly 25%
compared to 2024, driven by the expansion of its distribution network, although it did not
fully meet the planned targets due to pricing competition and fluctuations in the consumer
market.

Profit before tax increased slightly compared to 2024; profit after tax increased by 12%
compared to the plan, despite a slight decline compared to the previous year, mainly due to
market expansion strategies and higher selling expenses. Nevertheless, these results
accurately reflect the Company’s core operational efficiency.

Overall, 2025 is considered a pivotal period for the Company to build a solid foundation for
sustainable development in the future.

Ho Chi Minh City Medical Import Export Joint Stock Company (“Yteco™)

In 2025, the domestic healthcare market continued its recovery momentum, particularly as
the procurement of pharmaceuticals, medical supplies, and equipment in public hospitals
resumed strongly following a period of tightened regulatory control. At the same time,
demand for imported laboratory reagents, medical equipment, and pharmaceuticals increased
in line with investments in upgrading the healthcare system.

In this context, supported by its strategy to expand proprietary pharmaceutical trading and
effectively control financial costs, Yteco achieved strong business performance, with revenue
increasing by 33% and profit after tax rising by 33.5% compared to 2024.

In addition, this marked the first year in which Yteco recognized revenue from its real estate
business, generated from the Yteco Building following the completion of its construction.



1.3. Investment — finance — securities activities:

- In 2025, investment, financial, and securities activities of Vietnamese enterprises were carried

out in a volatile market environment. The VN-Index showed a recovery trend but still

contained significant risks.

- In the context of complex global economic fluctuations in 2025, the Board of Directors
acknowledges the efforts of the Executive Management in maintaining stable production
operations, improving operational efficiency, and ensuring prudent investment and financial
activities.

Given the challenging and volatile economic environment, the business performance of certain



subsidiaries faced significant difficulties. As a result, the consolidated business results for 2025
did not meet the targets approved at the 2025 Annual General Meeting of Shareholders.

Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) plays a vital role in building a harmonious and
sustainable society. CSR is not limited to charitable activities but also reflects the Company’s
commitment to social and environmental issues.

In its sustainable development strategy, SGI Holdings consistently identifies social
responsibility as an integral part of its business operations. Through community-oriented
programs, the Company not only contributes resources to support disadvantaged groups but
also promotes humanitarian values, contributing to the development of a balanced and
sustainable society.

Upholding its tradition of sharing and support, SGI Holdings organized a meaningful program
to provide assistance to employees facing difficulties, while also granting scholarships and
rewards to their children in recognition of their academic efforts. This program was made
possible through the contributions of the Company’s leadership, employees, and sponsorship
from subsidiaries, with a total budget of VND 1,242,500,000.

SGI Holdings places strong emphasis on policies that enhance both the material and spiritual
well-being of employees. In 2025, the “Sai Gon 3 People Support Fund” provided financial
assistance to 7 workers facing illness and hardship, totaling VND 145 million, and extended
installment-based loans to 5 cases totaling VND 72 million. Since its establishment, the Fund
has supported 65 workers in difficult circumstances with a total of VND 862 million, provided
installment-based loans to 168 cases amounting to nearly VND 3.84 billion, and granted 10
“Trade Union Shelter Houses” with total funding exceeding VND 550 million.

- Costs have been effectively controlled, with efficient cash flow management, cost
optimization, and elimination of inefficiencies.

- Advanced technologies, including Al, ERP systems, digital transformation, and green
transformation initiatives, have been applied to keep pace with inevitable trends and
enhance management flexibility.

- The operations of the Company and its subsidiaries have been conducted in compliance



with applicable laws and the Company’s Charter.

The Board of Directors recognizes that the Chief Executive Officer and the subsidiaries have
properly implemented the resolutions of the Board of Directors and the General Meeting of
Shareholders, and have timely reported information to the Board of Directors to facilitate

proper supervision in accordance with regulations.

In our opinion, the Consolidated Financial Statements give a true and fair view, in all material respects, of
the consolidated financial position as of 31 December 2025 of the Group, its consolidated financial
performance and its consolidated cash flows for the fiscal year then ended, in conformity with the
Vietnamese Accounting Standards, the Vietnamese Enterprise Accounting System and relevant statutory
requirements on the preparation and presentation of the Consolidated Financial Statements.

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Emphasis of matters

Without qualifying our opinion above, we would like to draw the readers’ attention to Note No. V.6a in the
Notes to the Consolidated Financial Statements regarding the fact that Ho Chi Minh City Medical Import
Export Joint Stock Company filed a lawsuit against Duy Tan Pharmaceutical Joint Stock Company for its
violation of obligation to pay overdue debts, including entrustment fees, charges for late payment of
entrustment fees for entrustment contracts incurred in the period from 2012 to 2014 and interest charged on
late payment. According to the Judgment No. 1104/2024/KDTM-ST dated 17 September 2024 of the
People’s Court of Phu Nhuan District, Duy Tan Pharmaceutical Joint Stock Company was obliged to pay the
aforementioned all amounts. According to the Working Minutes dated 26 February 2026, Duy Tan
Pharmaceutical Joint Stock Company recomended to freeze the debt and not to charge interest incurred from
the beginning of 2024 and temporarily postpone the payment of the additional interest charged on late
payment for an amount of VND 25,444280,796 (additional interest other than the amounts recorded in the
books by the Company) until Duy Tan Pharmaceutical Joint Stock Company has sufficient financial capacity
to make payment. Ho Chi Minh City Medical Import Export Joint Stock Company has not recognized the
income from the penalty interest of VND 25,444,280,796, which was charged at 150% of the bank interest
rate (accumulated to 31 December 2018) and the interest of 1%/month charged on the principal balance at the
beginning of the month and 0.04%/day charged on the total amount of late payment for the period from 01
January 2024 to 31 December 2025 due to the assessment that these amounts are unlikely to be recoverable.

BTC dated 22 December 2014 of the Ministry of Finance guiding the Enterprise Accounting System
(“Circular 200”), as well as the Circular No. 75/2015/TT-BTC dated 18 May 2015 and Circular No.
53/2016/TT-BTC dated 21 March 2016 of the Ministry of Finance amending and supplementing some
articles of Circular 200. The provisions of Circular 99 shall be applied to bookkeeping, preparation and
presentation of the Financial Statements for the fiscal year beginning from 01 January 2026.

APPLICABLE ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Accounting convention
The Consolidated Financial Statements are prepared on the accrual basis (except for the information
related to cash flows).

Consolidation bases

The Consolidated Financial Statements include the Financial Statements of the Parent Company and
those of its subsidiaries. A subsidiary is an enterprise that is controlled by the Parent Company. The
control exists when the Parent Company has the power to directly or indirectly govern the financial and
operating policies of the subsidiary to obtain economic benefits from its activities. In determining the
control power, the potential voting right arising from options or debt and capital instruments that can
be converted into common shares as of the balance sheet date should also be taken into consideration.

The financial performance of the subsidiaries, which are acquired or disposed during the year, are
included in the Consolidated Income Statement from the date of acquisition or disposal of investments
in these subsidiaries.

The Financial Statements of the Parent Company and those of subsidiaries used for consolidation are
prepared in the same accounting period and apply consistently accounting policies to the same types of
transactions and events in similar circumstances. In the case that the accounting policy of a subsidiary
is different from the accounting policy applied consistently in the Group, the Financial Statements of
that subsidiary will be properly adjusted before being used for the preparation of the Consolidated
Financial Statements.

Intra-group balances in the Balance Sheet and intra-group transactions and unrealized profits resulting
from these transactions must be completely eliminated. Unrealized losses resulting from intra-group
transactions are also eliminated unless costs cannot be recovered.

Non-controlling interests (NCI) reflect profit or loss and net assets of the subsidiaries, which are not
held by the Group and presented in a separate item of the Consolidated Interim Income Statement and
the Consolidated Balance Sheet (classified under owner’s equity). Non-controlling interests (NCI)
include the values of their non-controlling interests at the initial date of business combination and those
arising within the ranges of changes in owner’s equity from the date of business combination. Losses
incurred by subsidiaries are allocated to non-controlling interests in proportion to their ownership
interests, even if such losses exceed the non-controlling interests’ share of the net assets of the
subsidiaries.

3.  Foreign currency transactions
Transactions denominated in foreign currencies are converted at the exchange rate ruling as of the
transaction dates. The ending balances of monetary items in foreign currencies are converted at the
actual exchange rates ruling as of the balance sheet date.

Foreign exchange differences arising from foreign currency transactions during the year shall be
included into financial income or financial expenses. Foreign exchange differences arising from the
revaluation of foreign currency-denominated monetary items at the end of the accounting period, after
netting out increases and decreases, shall be included into financial income or financial expenses.

The exchange rate used to convert foreign currency transactions is the actual exchange rate ruling as at

the time of these transactions. The actual exchange rates applied to foreign currency transactions are as

follows:

o  For capital contributions or capital receipts: the buying/selling rate of the bank where the Company
opens its account to receive capital contributed from investors as of the date of capital contribution.

o For receivables: the buying rate of foreign currency ruling as at the time of transaction of the
commercial bank where the Group designates the customers to make payments.

e For payables: the selling rate of foreign currency ruling as at the time of transaction of the
commercial bank where the Group intends to make payments.

o  For acquisition of assets or immediate payments in foreign currency (not included into payable
accounts): the buying rate of the commercial bank where the Group makes payments.

The exchange rate used to re-evaluate ending balances of monetary items in foreign currencies is

determined in accordance with following principles:

e  For foreign currency deposits: the buying rate of the bank where the Group opens its foreign
currency account.

e  For monetary items denominated in foreign currency classified as other assets: the buying rate of
Joint Stock Commercial Bank for Foreign Trade of Vietnam (Vietcombank) — Ho Chi Minh City
Branch, where the Group regularly conducts transactions.

e For monetary items denominated in foreign currency classified as liabilities: the selling rate of
Joint Stock Commercial Bank for Foreign Trade of Vietnam (Vietcombank) — Ho Chi Minh City
Branch, where the Group regularly conducts transactions.

4. Cash and cash equivalents
Cash includes cash on hand and cash in bank. Cash equivalents are short-term investments with a
maturity of three months or less from the date of investment, which can be readily converted into a
known amount of cash and are not subject to significant risks in conversion to cash at the reporting date.

5. Financial investments
Trading securities
Investments classified as trading securities are those held by the Group for the trading purpose with the
purpose of making profit.

Trading securities are recognized at costs. The cost of trading securities is determined based on the fair
value of payments at the time the transaction plus other costs directly attributable to the acquisition of
the trading securities.

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o  For listed securities: recognized at the time of order-matching (T+0).
e For unlisted securities: recognized at the time of legally obtaining ownership in accordance with
applicable laws and regulations.

Interest, dividends and profit incurred prior to the acquisition of trading securities are deducted to the
cost of such securities. Interest, dividends and profit incurred after the acquisition of such securities are
recorded in the Group’s financial income. The dividends received in the form of shares are accounted
for by tracking only the increase in the number of shares held, with no recognition of the value of the
shares received.

A provision for impairment of trading securities is established for each type of securities traded on the
market and whose fair value is lower than its cost. The fair value of trading securities is measured as
follows:

e For securities listed on the stock market: the closing price on the most recent trading date by the
balance sheet date.

e  For shares registered for trading on the UPCOM, including public companies not yet listed and
state-owned enterprises undergoing equitization through public offerings: the average reference
price over the 30 consecutive trading days immediately preceding the balance sheet date, as
published by the Stock Exchange.

e  For shares listed on the stock market or shares registered for trading on Upcom without transactions
within 30 days prior to the date of provision, the shares which are delisted, canceled or suspended
from trading: provision is made based on the losses of the investee at the rate equal to the difference
between the actual capital invested by the owners and owner’s equity as of the balance sheet date
multiplying by the ownership rate over the total actual charter capital invested.

Increases/decreases in the provisions for impairment of trading securities that must be recognized at the
balance sheet date are recorded into financial expenses.

Gain or loss from transfer of trading securities is recognized into financial income or financial expenses.
Cost is determined using the moving weighted average method.

Held-to-maturity investments

An investment is classified as a held-to-maturity investment when the Group has the intention and ability
to hold it to maturity. The Group's held-to-maturity investments include time deposits and bonds held
to maturity for the purpose of collecting periodic interest.

Held-to-maturity investments are initially recognized at costs. After initial recognition, these
investments are recorded at recoverable value. Interest income from these held-to-maturity investments
after acquisition date is recognized in the Income Statement on an accrual basis. Interest incurred prior
to the Group’s acquisition of held-to-maturity investments is deducted into the costs at the acquisition
time.

When there is reliable evidence proving that a part or the whole investment cannot be recovered and the
loss is reliably measured, the loss is recognized as financial expenses during the year and directly
deducted into the investment costs.

Loans
Loans are measured at costs less allowance for doubtful debts. Allowance for doubtful debts of loans is
made on the basis of estimated losses.

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Investments in associates

Associate

An associate is an entity over which the Group has significant influence but not control over its financial
and operating policies. Significant influence is demonstrated by the right to participate in decisions
regarding the financial and operating policies of the investee but not to control these policies.

Investments in the associate are accounted for using the equity method. Accordingly, investments in the
associate are presented in the Consolidated Financial Statements at initial investment cost, adjusted for
changes in the Group's share of the associate's net assets after the date of investment. If the Group’s
share of loss of an associate exceeds or equals the carrying amount of an investment, the investment is
then reported at nil (0) value on the Consolidated Financial Statements, except when the Group has
obligations to pay on behalf of the associate to satisfy obligations of the associate.

The Financial Statements of the associate are prepared for the same accounting period as the
Consolidated Financial Statements of the Group. In the case that the accounting policy of an associate
is different from the accounting policy applied consistently in the Group, the Financial Statements of
that associate will be properly adjusted before being used for the preparation of the Consolidated
Financial Statements.

Unrealized gains and losses arising from transactions with the associate are eliminated to the extent
attributable to the Group when preparing the Consolidated Financial Statements.

Investments in equity instruments of other entities
Investments in equity instruments of other entities comprise investments in equity instruments over
which the Group does not have control, joint control or significant influence over the investees.

Investments in equity instruments of other entities are initially recognized at costs, including cost of
acquisition or capital contributions plus other directly attributable transaction costs incurred in
connection with the investment. Dividends and profit incurred prior to the acquisition of investments
are deducted into investment costs. Dividends and profit incurred after the acquisition of investments
are recorded into the Group’s financial income. The dividends received in the form of shares are
accounted for by tracking only the increase in the number of shares held, with no recognition of the
value of the shares received.

Provisions for investments in equity instruments of other entities are made as follows:

. For investments in listed shares or investments whose fair value can be reliably determined, the
allowance is based on the market value of the shares.
. For investments for which fair value cannot be reliably determined at the reporting date, an

impairment provision is recognized based on the losses incurred by the investee, with the
provision amount determined as the difference between the total actual capital contributions of
all investors in the investee and the investee’s actual equity, multiplied by the Company’s rate of
capital contribution over the total actual capital invested by investors in these investees.

Any increase or decrease in the impairment provision for investments in equity instruments of other
entities required to be recognized as of the balance sheet date is recorded into financial expenses.

6.  Receivables
Receivables are recognized at the carrying amounts less allowances for doubtful debts.

The classification of receivables as trade receivables and other receivables is made according to the
following principles:

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e Trade receivables reflect commercial receivables arising from purchases and sales transactions
between the Group and independent customers.

e Other receivables reflect non-commercial receivables and irrelevant to purchase and sale
transactions.

Allowance 1s made for each doubtful debt on the basis of estimated loss.

Increases/decreases in the obligatory allowance for doubtful debts as of the balance sheet date are
recorded into general and administration expenses.

7.  Inventories
Inventories are recognized at the lower of costs or net realizable value.

Costs of inventories are determined as follows:

e For materials and merchandise: Costs comprise costs of purchases and other directly relevant costs
incurred in bringing the inventories to their present location and conditions.

o  Work-in-process: Costs comprise costs of main materials (for production) and costs of labor (for
processing).

e For finished goods: Costs comprise costs of materials, direct labor and directly relevant general
manufacturing expenses allocated on the basis of normal operations.

Inventory costs are determined in accordance with the weighted average method and recorded in line
with the perpetual method.

Net realizable value is the estimated selling price of inventories in the ordinary course of business less
the estimated costs of completion and the estimated costs necessary to make the sale.

Allowance for devaluation of inventories is recognized for each type of inventories when their costs are
higher than their net realizable values. Increases/decreases in the obligatory allowance for devaluation
of inventories as of the balance sheet date are recorded into costs of sales.

8.  Prepaid expenses
Prepaid expenses comprise actual expenses incurred and relevant to financial performance in several
accounting periods. Prepaid expenses of the Group mainly include prepaid land rental; expenses of
office, plant renovation and repair and expenses of tools. These prepaid expenses are allocated into costs
over the prepayment period or period in which corresponding benefits are realized.

Prepaid land rental
The prepaid land rental reflects the rental prepaid for the land being used by the Group and is allocated
into costs in accordance with the straight-line method over the lease term.

Expenses of office, plant renovation and repair
The expenses of office, plant renovation and repair are allocated into costs in accordance with the
straight-line method for the maximum period of 36 months.

Expenses of tools
The expenses of tools being put into use are allocated into costs in accordance with the straight-line
method for the maximum period of 36 months.

These notes form an integral part of and should be read in conjunction with the Consolidated Financial Statements
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9.  Operating leased assets
A lease is classified as an operating lease if it transfers substantially all the risks and rewards incident
to ownership belonging to the lessor. The lease expenses are allocated in the operation costs in

accordance with the straight-line method over the lease term and do not depend on the method of lease
payment.

10. Tangible fixed assets
Tangible fixed assets are presented at historical costs less accumulated depreciation. Historical costs of
tangible fixed assets comprise all costs incurred by the Group to acquire the assets up to the time when
it is brought to its working condition for its intended use. Subsequent costs are added to historical costs
of fixed assets only if it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the asset will flow to

the Group. Subsequent costs that do not meet the above conditions will be recognized as operation costs
during the year.

Upon disposal or liquidation of a tangible fixed asset, its historical cost and accumulated depreciation
are derecognized, then any gain or loss resulting from such disposal is included in the income or the
expenses during the year.

Tangible fixed assets are depreciated in accordance with the straight-line method over their estimated
useful lives. The depreciation years applied are as follows:

11. Financial leased assets

A lease is classified as a finance lease if it transfers substantially all the risks and rewards incident to
ownership belonging to the lessee. Finance lease assets are presented at cost less accumulated
depreciation. Historical cost is the lower cost of the fair value of the leased asset at commencement of
the lease term and the present value of the minimum lease payments. Discount rate used to calculate the
present value of the minimum lease payments is the interest rate implicit in the lease or else mentioned
in the lease. If the interest rate implicit in the lease cannot be determined, the incremental borrowing rate
at commencement of the lease term will be applied.

Financial leased assets are depreciated in accordance with the straight-line method over their estimated
useful lives. If there is no reasonable certainty that the Group will obtain ownership at the end of the
lease, the fixed asset shall be depreciated over the shorter of the lease term and the estimated useful life
of the asset. The depreciation years of the financial leased vehicles, machinery and equipment are 10
years.

12. Intangible fixed assets
Intangible fixed assets are presented at initial costs less accumulated amortization.

Initial costs of intangible fixed assets include all costs incurred by the Group to acquire the assets up to
the time when it is brought to its working condition for its intended use. Subsequent costs relevant to
intangible fixed assets are recognized as operation costs during the year in which they are incurred,
unless such costs are directly attributable to a specific intangible fixed asset and increase the future
economic benefits expected to be derived from that asset.

These notes form an integral part of and should be read in conjunction with the Consolidated Financial Statements
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Upon disposal or liquidation of an intangible fixed asset, its initial costs and accumulated amortization
are derecognized, then any gain or loss resulting from such disposal is included in the income or the
expenses during the year.

The Group’s intangible fixed assets include:

Land use right
The land use right includes all the actual expenses paid by the Group directly related to the land being
used. The land use right is amortized in accordance with the straight-line method from 6-50 years.

Computer software

Expenses attributable to computer software, which is not a part associated with the relevant hardware,
will be capitalized. Costs of computer software include all the expenses paid by the Group until the date
the software is put into use. The computer software is amortized in accordance with the straight-line
method in 3 - 20 years.

Other intangible fixed assets

Other intangible fixed assets are Leed Certificate and actual costs paid by the Group which are directly
related to the receipt of the certificate. Initial costs of other intangible fixed assets are amortized in
accordance with the straight-line method in 20 years.

Investment property

Investment properties comprise the apartment, office building and warehouse owned by the Group to
earn rentals. Investment properties are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation. The cost of
investment property includes all expenditures incurred by the Group or the fair value of consideration
given in exchange to acquire the investment property up to the date of purchase or completion of
construction.

Subsequent expenditure relating to investment property incurred after initial recognition is recognized
as an expense, unless it is probable that such expenditure will result in future economic benefits from
the investment property in excess of the performance assessed at initial recognition, in which case the
expenditure is capitalized and added to the costs of the investment property.

When the investment property is sold or disposed, its cost and accumulated depreciation are
derecognized, then any gain or loss arising from such disposals is included in the income or the expenses
during the year.

Investment properties used for lease which are houses and land use right are depreciated in accordance
with the straight-line method over their estimated useful lives. The depreciation months applied to
investment properties are as follows:

Construction-in-progress

Construction-in-progress reflects the expenses (including relevant interest expenses following the
accounting policies of the Group) directly related to assets under construction and machinery and
equipment under installation to serve for production, leasing, and management as well as the repair of
fixed assets in progress. These assets are recorded at historical costs and not depreciated.
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Business combinations and goodwill

The business combination is accounted by applying acquisition method. The costs of business
combination include the fair values as at the acquisition date of the exchanged assets, the incurred or
assumed liabilities as well as the equity instruments issued by the Group in exchange for control of the
acquiree, plus any cost directly attributable to the business combination. Identifiable assets acquired,
liabilities assumed, and contingent liabilities arising from a business combination are recognized at their
fair values on the date control is obtained.

For business combinations achieved in stages, the cost of the business combination is determined as the
aggregate of the consideration transferred at the date control is obtained and the fair value, at that date,
of the Group’s previously held equity interest in the subsidiary. The difference between the remeasured
fair value and the costs of the investment is recognized in profit or loss if, prior to obtaining control, the
Group did not have significant influence over the subsidiary and the investment was accounted for at
cost. If, prior to the date of obtaining control, the Group had significant influence and the investment
was accounted for using the equity method, the difference between the revalued amount and the value
of the investment under the equity method is recognized in profit or loss. The difference between the
value of the investment under the equity method and the cost of the investment is recognized directly
in "Retained earnings" on the Consolidated Balance Sheet.

Goodwill is recognized as the excess of the cost of the business combination over the Group’s interest
in the net fair value of the identifiable assets acquired, liabilities assumed, and contingent liabilities
recognized at the date control is obtained. If the Group’s interest in the net fair value of the identifiable
assets acquired, liabilities assumed, and contingent liabilities recognized at the date control is obtained
exceeds the cost of the business combination, the resulting difference is recognized immediately in profit
or loss.

The goodwill is allocated according the straight-line method for the maximum period of 10 years. When
there is evidence that goodwill has been impaired in an amount exceeding the annual amortization, the
impairment loss incurred during the year is recognized as the amount of goodwill impairment.

The non-controlling interests (NCI) at the date of the business combination are initially measured on the
basis of the proportion of non-controlling shareholders in the fair value of the assets, liabilities, and
contingent liabilities recognized.

Payables and accrued expenses

Payables and accrued expenses are recorded for the amounts payable in the future associated with the
goods and services received. Accrued expenses are recorded based on reasonable estimates for the
amounts payable.

The classification of payables as trade payables, accrued expenses and other payables is made on the

basis of following principles:

e Trade payables reflect payables of commercial nature arising from the purchase of goods, services,
or assets, of which the seller is an independent entity with the Group.

e Accrued expenses reflect expenses for goods, services received from suppliers or supplied to
customers but have not been paid, invoiced or lack of accounting records and supporting documents;
pay on leave payable to employees; and accrual of operation expenses.

e  Other payables reflect payables of non-commercial nature and irrelevant to purchase, sales of goods
or provisions of services.

The payables and accrued expenses are classified as short-term and long-term items in the Consolidated
Balance Sheet on the basis of their remaining term as of the balance sheet date.
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Ordinary bonds
Ordinary bonds are bonds that do not carry conversion rights into equity.

The carrying amount of ordinary bonds is presented on a net basis at the par value of the bonds less any
bond discount plus any bond premium.

The Group separately tracks bond discounts and bond premiums for each issuance of ordinary bonds

and the allocation of such discounts and premiums in determining borrowing costs recognized as

expenses or capitalized in each year, as follows:

e  Bond discounts are amortized and recognized as borrowing costs in each period over the term of
the bonds.

e  Bond premiums are amortized and recognized as a reduction of borrowing costs in each period
over the term of the bonds.

The amortization of bond discounts or premiums is determined using either the effective interest method

or the straight-line method:

e  Under the effective interest method: the amount of bond discount or premium amortized in each
period represents the difference between the interest expense for the period (calculated by
multiplying the effective market interest rate with the carrying amount of the bonds at the beginning
of the period) and the interest payable for the period.

e  Under the straight-line method: the bond discount or premium is amortized evenly over the term
of the bonds.

Bond issuance costs are amortized over the term of the bonds using either the straight-line method or
the effective interest method and are recognized as financial expenses or capitalized.

Provisions for severance allowances

The Group is required to pay severance allowance to employees who have been employed by the Group
on a regular basis for twelve (12) months or more, for the period during which unemployment insurance
contributions have not been made, upon termination of their employment contracts. The provision for
severance allowance is made at a rate equal to one-half (1/2) month of average salary plus salary
allowances (if any) based on the average of the most recent six (6) consecutive months prior to the date
of the Financial Statements, for each year of service.

Increases or decreases in the provision for severance allowance required to be recognized at the balance
sheet date are recognized in general and administrative expenses.

Owner’s equity

Owner’s capital

The owner’s capital is recorded according to the actual amounts invested by shareholders of the Parent
Company.

Share premiums

Share premiums are recorded in accordance with the difference between the issuance price and face
value upon the IPO, additional issue or the difference between the re-issuance price and carrying value
of treasury shares and the equity component of convertible bonds upon maturity date. Expenses directly
related to the additional issue of shares and the re-issuance of treasury shares are recorded as a decrease
in share premiums.
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Other sources of capital

Other sources of capital are due to the supplementation from business profits, revaluation of assets and
net carrying values between the fair values of the assets gifted or granted to the Group after deducting
taxes payable (if any) related to these assets.

Profit distribution
Profit after tax is distributed to the shareholders after appropriation for funds under the Charter of the
Company as well as legal regulations and approved by the General Meeting of Shareholders.

The distribution of profit to the shareholders is made with consideration toward non-cash items in the
retained earnings that may affect cash flows and payment of dividends such as profit due to revaluation
of assets contributed as investment capital, profit due to revaluation of monetary items, financial
instruments and other non-cash items.

The dividends are recorded as payables upon approval of the General Meeting of Shareholders.

Recognition of revenue and income

Revenues from sales of merchandise, finished goods

Revenues from sales of merchandise, finished goods shall be recognized when all of the following

conditions are satisfied:

o The Group transfers most of risks and benefits incident to the ownership of products or merchandise
to customers.

o The Group retains neither continuing managerial involvement to the degree usually associated with
ownership nor effective control over the merchandise sold.

e The amount of revenue can be measured reliably. When the contracts stipulate that buyers have the
right to return products, merchandise purchased under specific conditions, the revenue is recorded
only when those specific conditions no longer exist and buyers retain no right to return products,
merchandise (except for the case that such returns are in exchange for other goods or services).

e The Group received or shall probably receive the economic benefits associated with sale
transactions.

e The cost incurred in respect of the sale transaction can be measured reliably.

Revenue from provisions of services

Revenue from provisions of services shall be recognized when all of the following conditions are

satisfied:

e The amount of revenue can be measured reliably. When the contract stipulates that the buyer is
entitled to return the services provided under specific conditions, the revenue is recognized only
when these specific conditions no longer exist and the buyers retain no right to return the services
provided.

e The Group received or shall probably receive the economic benefits associated with the provision
of services.

The stage of completion of the transaction at the end of reporting period can be measured reliably.

e The costs incurred for the transaction and the costs to complete the transaction can be measured.

In the case that the services are provided in several accounting periods, the determination of revenue is
done on the basis of the volume of work done as of the balance sheet date.

Revenue from processing service
Revenue from processing materials, goods are the actual amount of processing fees received, exclusive
of the value of materials and goods.
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Revenue from operating lease

Revenue from operating lease is recognized in accordance with the straight-line method during the lease
term. Rentals received in advance for several periods are allocated to revenues in consistence with the
lease term.

Revenue from sales of real estate

Revenue from sales of real estate that invested by the Group shall be recognized when all of the

following conditions are satisfied:

e Real estate is fully completed and handed over to the buyers, and the Group transfers most of risks
and benefits incident to the ownership of real estate to the buyer.

e The Group no longer retains the continuing managerial involvement to the degree usually associated
with ownership nor effective control over the real estate.
The amount of revenue can be measured reliably.

e The Group received or shall probably receive the economic benefits associated with the transaction.
The costs incurred in respect of the transaction can be measured.

In case the customer has the right to complete the interior of the real estate and the Group completes the
interiors according to the designs, models as requested by customer under a separate contract on interior
completion, the revenue is recognized upon the completion and handover of the main construction works
to customers.

Interest
Interest is recorded, based on the term and the actual interest rate applied in each particular year.

Dividends and profit received

Dividends and profit received are recognized when the Group has the right to receive dividends or profit
from the capital contribution. The dividends received in the form of shares are accounted for by tracking
only the increase in the number of shares held, with no recognition of the value of the shares received.

Revenue deductions
Revenue deductions include trade discounts, sales allowances and sales returns incurred in the same
period of providing products, in which revenues are derecognized.

In case of products provided in the previous years but trade discounts, sales allowances, sales returns

incurred in the current year, revenues are derecognized as follows:

o If sales allowances, trade discounts, sales returns incur prior to the release of the Consolidated
Financial Statements, revenues are derecognized on the Consolidated Financial Statements of the
current year.

e If sales allowances, trade discounts, sales returns incur after the release of the Consolidated
Financial Statements, revenues are derecognized on the Consolidated Financial Statements of the
following year.

Borrowing costs
Borrowing costs are interest and other costs that the Group directly incurs in connection with the
borrowing.

Borrowing costs are recorded as an expense when they are incurred. In case the borrowing costs are
directly attributable to the construction or the production of an asset in progress, which takes a
substantial period of time (over 12 months) to get ready for intended use or sales of the asset, these costs
will be included in the cost of that asset. To the extent that the borrowings are especially for the purpose
of construction of fixed assets and investment properties, the interest is eligible for capitalization even
if construction period is under 12 months. Incomes arisen from provisional investments as borrowings
are recognized as a decrease in the costs of relevant assets.
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In the event that general borrowings are partly used for the acquisition, construction or production of
an asset in progress, the costs eligible for capitalization will be determined by applying the capitalization
rate to average accumulated expenditure on construction or production of that asset. The capitalization
rate is computed at the weighted average interest rate of the borrowings not yet paid during the year,
except for particular borrowings serving the purpose of obtaining a specific asset.

Expenses

Expenses are those that result in outflows of the economic benefits and are recorded at the time of
transactions or when incurrence of the transaction is reliable regardless of whether payment for expenses
is made or not.

Expenses and their corresponding revenues are simultaneously recognized in accordance with matching
principle. In the event that matching principle conflicts with prudence principle, expenses are recognized
based on the nature and regulations of accounting standards in order to guarantee that transactions can
be fairly and truly reflected.

Corporate income tax
Corporate income tax includes current income tax and deferred income tax.

Current income tax

Current income tax is the tax amount computed based on the assessable income. The assessable income
is different from accounting profit due to the adjustments of temporary differences between tax and
accounting figures, non-deductible expenses as well as those of non-taxable income and losses brought
forward.

Deferred income tax

Deferred income tax is the amount of corporate income tax payable or refundable due to temporary
differences between book values of assets and liabilities serving the preparation of the Financial
Statements and the values for tax purposes. Deferred income tax liabilities are recognized for all the
temporary taxable differences. Deferred income tax assets are recorded only when there is an assurance
on the availability of assessable income in the future against which the temporarily deductible
differences can be used.

Carrying values of deferred corporate income tax assets are considered as of the balance sheet date and
will be reduced to the rate that ensures enough assessable income against which the benefits from part
of or all of the deferred income tax can be used. Deferred corporate income tax assets, which have not
been recorded before, are considered as of the balance sheet date and are recorded when there is certainly
enough assessable income to use these unrecognized deferred corporate income tax assets.

Deferred income tax assets and deferred income tax liabilities are determined at the estimated rate to be
applied in the year when the assets are recovered or the liabilities are settled based on the effective tax
rates as of the balance sheet date. Deferred income tax is recognized in the Income Statement. In the
case that deferred income tax is related to the items of the owner’s equity, corporate income tax will be
included in the owner’s equity.

The Group shall offset deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities if:

e The Group has the legal right to offset current income tax assets against current income tax
liabilities; and

o Deferred income tax assets and deferred income tax liabilities are relevant to corporate income tax
which is under the management of one tax authority either:
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- Of the same subject to corporate income tax; or

- The Group has intention to pay current income tax liabilities and current income tax assets on a
net basis or recover tax assets and settle tax liability simultaneously in each future period to the
extent that the majority of deferred income tax liabilities or deferred income tax assets are paid
or recovered.

Segment reporting

A business segment is a distinguishable component of the Group that is engaged in manufacturing or
providing products or services and that is subject to risks and returns that are different from those of
other business segments.

A geographical segment is a distinguishable component of the Group that is engaged in manufacturing
or providing products or services within a particular economic environment and that is subject to risks
and returns that are different from those of components operating in other economic environments.

The segment information is prepared and presented in conformity with the accounting policies
applicable to the preparation and presentation of the Consolidated Financial Statements of the Group.

Related parties

A party is considered a related party of the Group in case that party is able to control the Group or to
cause material effects on the financial decisions as well as the operations of the Group. A party is also
considered a related party of the Group in case that party is under the same control or is subject to the
same material effects.

Considering the relationship of related parties, the nature of relationship is focused more than its legal
form.
